TREACY CONFIRMS €183,000 CONSERVATION GRANTS FOR GALWAY

Mr. Noel Treacy, T.D., Minister for European Affairs, has this week confirmed that Galway County Council has been allocated funding of €183,000 under the Conservation Grants Scheme for 2007.

The funding is part of a nationwide allocation of almost €6 million to local authorities and is specifically targeted at conserving buildings and structures, which are on the Record of Protected Structures.

“County Galway is fortunate in having a built heritage of the richest kind. Castles, churches, houses and other structures stand all over the County as testimony to a colourful past and the people who were a part of it. In recent years, a welcome focus has come in protecting this built heritage, with outstanding and vital work being done at places such as Athenry Castle and Portumna Castle. 

This funding is targeted at lesser known, yet historically important structures, such as thatched houses, shop and pub fronts, Carnegie libraries, rectories, gate lodges, community halls and churches. It will allow Galway County Council to carry out minor, yet vital remedial work, including re-roofing, window and sash replacement, re-pointing and rendering”, Minister Treacy said.
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
