TREACY CONFIRMS NATURAL GAS SUPPLY TO BE EXTENDED TO ATHENRY

Mr. Noel Treacy, T.D., Minister for European Affairs, has this week confirmed that Government approval has been given to extend the Natural Gas network to eleven towns along the route of its Mayo-Galway gas transmission pipeline, including Athenry.

Following approval by the Commission for Energy Regulation and Minister for Communications, Marine and Natural Resources, Bord Gais, will now proceed with the extensive construction process and it is hoped that some towns will be fully connected to the network by the end of next year, with full connectivity competed in 2008.

“The benefits that will accrue from this massive infrastructural project will be enormous. As well as providing a new and clean energy source for the people of Athenry and surrounding areas, the project will greatly boost inward investment and has the potential to create hundreds of new jobs for the East Galway region”, concluded a Minister Treacy.
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
