TREACY CONFIRMS MAJOR SCHOOL BUILDING INVESTMENT PROGRAMME

Mr. Noel Treacy, T.D., Minister for European Affairs, has today confirmed that ten schools in East Galway are to receive funding to commence extension and modernisation projects.

The schools will benefit from a total funding package of €87 million, under the Devolved Accommodation Programme, for 251 projects nationwide and is expected to create over 300 additional classrooms and over 170 rooms for special education.
