ATHENRY PARISH FORUM

On Thursday, November 18th 2010 a very special meeting was held in Raheen Woods Hotel for the people of Athenry parish.  It was very well publicised and every effort was made to ensure that everyone from the parish, irrespective of their link to or distance from active participation,were invited. On the night, over 70 people attended.  The purpose was to give each one the opportunity of voicing what their concerns were about the Church and the parish.  Everyone’s concerns were recorded with a view of bringing all of them forward in the weeks and months ahead. It was possible to organise all of these into five categories. 

 These are: 

· Gender equality 

· Young People

· Lay leadership

· Parish Liturgy

· Other current issues

These current issues are:

· Parish community 

· Marriage and family life

· Priesthood

· Dealing with present scandals in the Church 

It is now time to try to bring these forward in whatever ways are possible.  We are looking for a Core Group of     5-6 people for four of the five main headings and who would be willing and able to work on finding the ways of bringing them to the community of the parish.  There is already a Liturgy group who will take on this task for that topic. Lay Leadership Group

The group has had two meetings, exploring formative ideas and the role of lay leadership in the parish. 

There are already many more than a hundred people doing great work in lots of groups (e.g. Baptismal, Children’s Liturgy, Communion, Confirmation, Altar Servers, Readers, Eucharistic Ministers, Liturgy, Music, Bethany Group and Pastoral Council). Presently we are a small group – all men - and we are acutely aware of the gender imbalance. We would particularly invite women of all ages who feel they would like to join and contribute to the group to make contact (men are welcome as well). The frequency of meetings would almost certainly be no more than monthly. We would ask all to think sincerely and pray about it. Please pray for the group and its work.
