St Therese of  Lisieux

“I will spend my Heaven doing good on earth’

Novena September 25th-1st October.
Therese was born in  Alcom in France, the youngest of nine children on 2nd January 1873. Her father was a Watchmaker and her mother made lace.

At the age of fifteen she entered the Carmelite Convent in Lisieux and was given the name “Therese of the Child Jesus”. She spent the next nine years of her life here, faithfully and heroically living the life of a Carmelite nun with great simplicity and humility.

She discovered what she called her “Little Way”- a way of confidence and trust and of total surrender to                                      God’s Merciful Love.

At the end of her life she realised that her mission was just about to begin and she would spend her heaven doing good on earth.

St Therese died on the 30th September, 1897 at the age of 24. She was canonised in 1925. She has also been proclaimed a Patroness of France and of the Missions.  Her autobiography “The Story of a Soul”

was published one year after she died.
