Baptism

The Sacrament of Baptism is a source of great celebration for the whole Christian Community as it is the beginning of the faith journey of a new member in the life of the Church.  Traditional understanding on baptism has evolved since  the Second Vatican Council and baptism is now understood to best be celebrated in a communal setting.  It is a source of great hope for our Parish to see that the numbers of children being baptised here in Athenry is steadily on the increase.  In 2005 there were 111 baptisms, 120 in each of 2006 & 2007, while in 2008 there were 156 baptisms.

The baptism team has been in operation in our parish for a number of years and has recently added new members to it’s numbers.  At recent baptism team training in the diocese, the parish has been requested to journey closer towards what is seen as best practice in the diocese.  To this end from the first weekend in June, the following changes will come into effect with regard to the celebration of the sacrament.

(i)   Baptisms will be celebrated on the first and third Saturday of each month in Athenry at 3.30pm.(Should there be 5 Saturdays in the month, baptisms will take place on the Sunday of that weekend.)  Baptisms will take place in Athenry on the second and fourth Sunday at 12.15pm. Baptisms will be celebrated in Newcastle every first Sunday at 11.15am. and every third Saturday at 11.30am.

This still provides for a weekly service in the Parish, to accommodate families as much as possible in view of the growing demand for Saturday baptisms.  Heretofore there could have been as many as three ceremonies on the one day and as many as four or five on the one weekend which is not seen as best practice.  Most large parishes such as our own, and indeed larger would only provide for baptisms on a fortnightly basis.  It is hoped that this will provide as broad a service as possible in order to reflect current trends.

(ii)  A minimum of 15 days notice is required for    baptisms.

(iii) The baptism team will visit every family in preparation for baptism.
