Baptism     

(i) Baptisms will be celebrated on the first and third Saturday of each month in Athenry at 3.30pm. (Should there be 5 Saturdays in the month, baptisms will take place on the Sunday of that weekend.)  Baptisms will take place in Athenry on the second and fourth Sunday at 12.15pm. Baptisms will be celebrated in Newcastle every first Sunday at 11.15am. and every third Saturday at 11.30am.

This still provides for a weekly service in the Parish, to accommodate families as much as possible in view of the growing demand for Saturday baptisms.  Heretofore there could have been as many as three ceremonies on the one-day and as many as four or five on the one weekend, which is not seen as best practice.  Most large parishes such as our own, and indeed larger would only provide for baptisms on a fortnightly basis.  It is hoped that this will provide as broad a service as possible in order to reflect current trends.

(ii) A minimum of 15 days notice is required for baptisms.(iii) The baptism team will visit every family in preparation for baptism.
