Baptism

(i)   Baptisms will be celebrated on the first and third Saturday of each month in Athenry at 3.30pm.(Should there be 5 Saturdays in the month, baptisms will take place on the Sunday of that weekend.)  Baptisms will take place in Athenry on the second and fourth Sunday at 12.15pm. Baptisms will be celebrated in Newcastle every first Sunday at 11.15am. and every third Saturday at 11.30am.

This still provides for a weekly service in the Parish, to accommodate families as much as possible in view of the growing demand for Saturday baptisms.
