Youth Ministry

Ministry to young people has always been close to the heart of the Church, and different models of Youth Ministry continue to be explored.  For the past four years groups of ten young people between the ages of 17 and 24 have been providing school retreats in different parts of the diocese.  These are ordinary young people who give up a year of their lives to work in youth evangelisation. There are a number of positives to this team, they are first and foremost young people themselves who have not yet drifted totally into the mindset of adulthood and secondary school students find it easy to communicate with them, the fact that there is so many in the group brings tremendous energy and variety.

School retreats can be limited in scope and Net Ministries also have a team of eight young people who come and stay in a Parish for a year, putting a structure in place for young people.  The diocese in association with 

Athenry Parish are exploring the possibility of this team being based in Athenry during the coming year.  The project is still at the exploratory stage but there is great enthusiasm among those who have already being made aware of the project.  It would greatly benefit not just the young people of Athenry but also the surrounding parishes, who are the feeder parishes of Athenry’s 1,300 secondary school population.
