PROCLAIM THE MESSAGE.

“Mission Sunday is important in the life of the Church.  Mission cannot be left to a group of “specialists”.  It is a matter for all Christians, dioceses, parishes, Church institutions and associations …… to pray for and encourage offerings for the missions”.  (Pope John Paul 11).  Please be as generous as possible in the Propagation of the Faith Collection, which will be sent in its entirety to the Missions.

Youth – Pope John Paul in Galway, 1979.

“A society that has lost its higher religious and moral principles will become an easier prey for manipulation and for domination by the forces, which, under the pretext of greater freedom, will enslave it even more”.

“When I look at you I see the Ireland of the future.  Tomorrow, you will be the living force of your country – tomorrow you will have the power to make your dreams come true.  Tomorrow, Ireland will depend on you”.

“In Christ you will discover the true greatness of your own humanity: he will make you understand your own dignity as human beings “created to the image and likeness of God”  

“It can happen that you will be tempted to walk away from Christ.  This can happen especially if you see the contradiction in the life of some of your fellow men between the faith they profess and the way of living”.

November – The Month of Prayer for the Dead.

“We have loved them in Life – Let us not Forget them in Death”.

A Novena of Masses will take place from 1st – 9th November for all our deceased.  We encourage you to attend daily Mass during the month of November.  November envelopes will be available through the schools and at the Church Door.  Enter the names of the deceased relatives and friends on the enclosed leaflet.  Envelopes should be put into the basket at the weekend Masses or left into the Sacristy by 1st November.

Holy Souls:  Indulgences for the Holy Souls:

1. From noon on 1st November until midnight on 3rd November, all who have confessed, received Holy Communion and prayed for the Popes Intentions (one Our Father and one Hail Mary or any other prayer of ones choice) can gain a Plenary Indulgence by visiting a Church or Oratory and there reciting one Our Father and the Apostles Creed.

2. This Indulgence is applied only to the Souls of the departed.  Confessions may be made at any time within the week preceding or following 1st November.  Holy Communion may be received any day from 1st – 8th November.

3. For every other visit made to the Church during this time a partial indulgence may be gained.

4. All who visit a Cemetery and pray for the dead may gain a plenary indulgence, applicable only to the Holy Souls on the usual conditions, one per day from 1st – 8th November.

Note: We encourage families to visit the Cemetery, pray for their dead and clean up the family grave.
Mass Diary 2005.  

The Diary for booking Masses in the Church will be open after 1st November.  Masses should be booked in the Sacristy from 1st January after any Mass on dates up to 1st July 2005.  Further bookings will be taken on 1st July 2005 for the remainder of the year.

· Mass Diary is kept in the Sacristy.

· Every Sunday, one Mass is offered for all the people of the parish, the living and the dead, and your deceased family and parishioners are remembered.

· In view of the demand for Anniversary Masses to be said and announced in Athenry and Newcastle, in future all the deceased members of the family should be included in ONE announced Mass each year.

· Vigil Mass on Sundays and Holydays reserved for months Mind.

· Sunday and Holyday Mass: 10a.m. reserved for First Anniversary
