Archbishops Pastoral Letter 2009

The Archbishop’s Pastoral Letter which seeks to address 

The changing Pastoral landscape in Ireland is being read at all Masses in the Diocese today.  The Pastoral Letter follows on from the proposals made by the working group which he established last October to draw up proposals for the future serving of the diocese.  A summary of these proposals is available today and we ask that each family take a copy home.

There has been a great deal of media interest in the Report at both National and Local level in recent weeks.

Baptism

(i)   Baptisms will be celebrated on the first and third Saturday of each month in Athenry at 3.30pm.(Should there be 5 Saturdays in the month, baptisms will take place on the Sunday of that weekend.)  Baptisms will take place in Athenry on the second and fourth Sunday at 12.15pm. Baptisms will be celebrated in Newcastle every first Sunday at 11.15am. and every third Saturday at 11.30am.

This still provides for a weekly service in the Parish, to accommodate families as much as possible in view of the growing demand for Saturday baptisms.  Heretofore there could have been as many as three ceremonies on the one day and as many as four or five on the one weekend which is not seen as best practice.  Most large parishes such as our own, and indeed larger would only provide for baptisms on a fortnightly basis.  It is hoped that this will provide as broad a service as possible in order to reflect current trends.

(ii)  A minimum of 15 days notice is required for    baptisms.

(iii) The baptism team will visit every family in preparation for baptism.

The 225th Anniversary of the Death of Nano Nagle

Sunday April, 26th 2009

Nano Nagle was born, eldest of 7 children, in 1718, at Ballygriffin, near Mallow, Co Cork.

As a lay woman she dedicated her life, talents and fortune to the education of children and their families as well as caring for the sick and elderly and the exploited in the Cork of her time.

At 57 years of age she founded the Presentation Sisters to carry on the work of her 7 schools in the city. Today, her followers number thousands and continue her work worldwide.
