Parish Finance Committee: Parish Envelopes 2005.

The new boxes of the Parish Envelopes for the coming year have been distributed during this week. We are grateful to all the people who help out in bringing them and the letter to the homes of all the Parishioners. You are providing a vital link in helping us all in the parish to support and maintain two Churches – Athenry and Newcastle, the various parish services as well as the support of our three priests.

Our funding campaign for the Church continues.  Parish is about people and our Churches belong to us. In contributing our time, talent and financial help to the Churches, we are investing in ourselves as the People of God. This is our opportunity to become an ever closer and effective parish family in supporting our parish – where all contributions are valued on our task is to continue to meet the needs of the people.

Our Giving to Parish – This is a way we recognise that everything comes from God - our time, out talents and our money. So we should plan our giving to the parish and it should be in proportion to our means.

Our Giving is a Sacrifice: Our giving is always saying thanks and it costs us something.  Supporting our parish is an essential part of living our faith.  God give his gifts to us without any conditions.  Our giving is linked to the Mass when the offerings of the people are brought to the Altar.  We unite our giving and our sacrifice with the Sacrifice of the Mass.

How Much? 

Weekly Envelope: We are requesting that you would continue to increase your regular contribution to the church by €3 each Sunday in your weekly envelope.

Monthly Envelope: A pink envelope is in the box to make a special contribution in addition to the weekly envelope. This is an opportunity for parishioners to make a more generous donation especially for the Church roof.

Other Ways: A direct donation to one of the Priests of the Parish or a member of the Finance Committee: Set up a standing order to transfer money to the Church Roof fund.

PAYE Taxpayers: If you are a PAYE payer and the contribution from you/the household is at least €250 for the year. Without any cost to you, a tax rebate can be claimed with your permission for the benefit of the Parish.

Note: For the tax year 2004 a  “CHY 2” should now be filled out with the necessary information, signed and returned to Fr. King in a sealed envelope.
