ATHENRY PARISH FORUM

On Thursday, November 18th 2010 a very special meeting was held in Raheen Woods Hotel for the people of Athenry parish.  It was very well publicised and every effort was made to ensure that everyone from the parish, irrespective of their link to or distance from active participation, were invited.

On the night, over 70 people attended.  The purpose was to give each one the opportunity of voicing what their concerns were about the Church and the parish.  Everyone’s concerns were recorded with a view of bringing all of them forward in the weeks and months ahead.

It was possible to organise all of these into five categories.  These are:

· Gender equality

· Young people

· Lay leadership

· Parish Liturgy

· Other current issues

These current issues are:

· Parish community

· Marriage and family life

· Priesthood

· Dealing with present scandals in the Church 

It is now time to try to bring these forward in whatever ways are possible.  We are looking for a Core Group of     5-6 people for four of the five main headings and who would be willing and able to work on finding the ways of bringing them to the community of the parish.  There is already a Liturgy group who will take on this task for that topic. PARISH FORUM ON PARISH LITURGY

The Parish Liturgy Group has met with Fr Johnny Doherty to consider all the points made at the Parish Forum regarding the Liturgy.  These points will all be examined over the coming months.

It is felt that the vast majority of points made can be dealt with in conjunction with preparation for the implementation of the New Missal on November 27th, others have already being dealt with, while others will be considered separately in time to come.

Parish Cluster

Since 2007 Athenry has been part of a cluster of Parishes that includes Moore + Lackagh. Clustering was formally recommended in the document- 

‘The Future Serving of the Archdiocese in 2009’

At the moment there are almost a hundred priests in active ministry in the diocese, the average age being 

Over 65. By 2020 (nine years) the number will be 44.

The Cluster Group met recently and as part of ongoing preparation purposes to look at various ways of serving our area with less priests as time goes on.   We will keep you informed.
