ATHENRY PARISH IS PILOTING THIS VENTURE ON BEHALF OF THE DIOCESE.

We are delighted to let you know that in the past week Net Ministries have confirmed that a team of six young people between the ages of 19 and 23 will arrive in Athenry on October 3rd and remain here until next May.  During that time they will set about putting structures in place which will hopefully make Church more relevant for the young people of Athenry and surrounding parishes into the future.  This is a very exciting project as it is only the second time that it has been undertaken in Ireland, having been successfully completed in Sligo next year.

It is hoped that people from the Parish will be involved in the following ways in the coming year.

(i)          Part of the co-ordinating group which will meet on Monday September 28th at 8.00pm in the Old Presbytery  

(ii)        A support group willing to be trained by the NET Team to carry the programme into the future.

(iii)       A host family for a period of two weeks to host members of the team at some stage during their stay in Athenry.

(iv)       As a teenager to become involved in the Life Teen Programme.

(v)        Be involved in the Sunday evening Youth Mass.

(vi)       Get to know the team in various ways through their involvement in the schools during the coming year.
