Mass Times 

Sincere thanks to all who contributed to the process of consultation regarding the restructuring of Mass times which has taken place in the Parish over the last few months.  

To the Pastoral Council who have overseen the process since last February; to the 507 people who took part in the survey conducted during the month of April; to those  who compiled statistics regarding Mass attendance in both churches during the weekends of April and May; and to all Parishioners who have offered their advice and opinions during the last few months.

The Parish team and Pastoral Council wish to put in place a timetable which offers as much choice as possible, while at the same time ensuring the sustainability of services provided in a vastly changed landscape into the future. 

 The reduction of one Mass in Athenry on Sunday mornings will mean that there will still be four weekend Masses maintained in the Parish into the foreseeable future.  

We appreciate wholeheartedly that a number of people will have to reschedule their days and Mass attendance, and apologise most genuinely for the inconvenience caused in this.  At the same time we have taken into account the majority opinion expressed in the survey. 

The restructuring of Masses in this Parish is taking place against the background of 5 parishes in our diocese losing priests this Summer and now having the service of only one priest and in some cases serving four or more churches

 It is hoped that the changes now being made will hold up long into the future, as well as allowing Athenry be well placed as a hub Parish and ensuring that Athenry Parish will hold on to a priest long after other parishes may have lost theirs.

It is proposed therefore that the following changes will come into effect from Sunday July 4th next:
