PASTORAL CENTRE UP-DATE

The proposed plan for the Pastoral Centre for the parish which was displayed at the back of the Church during last Autumn received a very positive response from many parishioners.

· The fact that it was linked to the Church building

· The design blended in harmony with the Parish Church

· The plan for a large Assembly Room with kitchen facilities and small rooms etc. in the overall             lay-out.

The Finance Committee were advised that prior to going for Planning Permission , a Report on excavations of the site should be forwarded to Mr Hugh Carey, Archaeologist, Custom House, Flood Street, Galway.

In a letter of December 9th 2009, the present situation on the plan for the Pastoral Centre was outlined by                    Mr Carey and his letter is quoted as follows:

“ The results of your excavations have been considered in the light of the National Policy on Town Defences published by the Department in 2008…As your excavations uncovered elements of the town defences of Athenry and as the Pastoral Centre, as designed, would not facilitate preservation in situ, the construction of the Centre would be contrary to this Department’s policy on town defences and should not proceed.” 

A new plan for the Pastoral  Centre is being drawn up at present in a more confined space and outside the area of the rampart.  Further excavations will be necessary. Apologies for any inconvenience caused to parishioners.

Appeal to Parishioners:   Your  continued interest, goodwill and financial support in Church Collections for this project is greatly appreciated by the Finance Committee.  Despite delays and set-backs, the Committee are progressing this Centre with energy and commitment.  You will be kept informed of developments.
