South East Asia Disaster.

As we have looked at our TV screens filled with scenes of great calamity and suffering in Asia, we must also realize the=at water can be a force of great destruction.  The tidal wave that had a devastating effect on the countries of Indonesia, Sri Lanka, India and Thailand has seen the death toll rising day after day.  Scenes of almost total devastation in a side number of regions are now too common and so many people are in such immediate need of food, shelter, clothing, medicine and drinking water.

The numbers just seem to keep growing as more places and villages are reached.  What really strikes us at this time is that these are not just numbers or statistics.  Human beings with their stories, histories, lives and families have been taken.  In so many ways this tragedy will never be a case of a figure of 200,000 dead but rather a case of 1 person times 200,000 lost.  In each report and headline is hidden human tragedy, sadness and deep pain.

Today is an appropriate day to think about baptism.  It is an event that connects and joins all of us and connects us to the tragedies and sufferings of others as if they were our own.  As the voice from Heaven spoke “This is my Son the Beloved, my favour rests on him”, this weekend we have the opportunity to reach out to our beloved brothers and sisters and allow our favour to rest on them.
