Trochaire is working to provide literacy training to women who are part of a poor community in rural Pakistan.  90% of the Community work as tenant farmers for large landowners and the majority of them work in virtual slavery.  The project that Trocháire supports helps poor women to get education, health and access to credit. Most of the women from this community do not get access to even basic education. This project gives women a better future through education and through credit that will aid them lifting themselves out of poverty and slavery. 

To do this work costs a total of €9,602.00.

The New System for Masses in the Athenry Parish:

In many parishes of the diocese especially the larger parishes like our own, a new system has been introduced and it will begin in our Parish in the New Year.

In Athenry Church the 7.30p.m Vigil Mass will continue to be reserved for Month’s Mind Mass; the 

Sunday 10.00 a.m Mass will be for First Anniversaries; the 11.30 a.m Mass will be for The People of the Parish-

Living and Dead.  The 7.30 p.m Sunday Evening Mass is reserved for Private Intentions. 

4. All other Masses celebrated during the week are   

offered for whatever anniversaries occur during that particular week.

5. This means that the Masses on Mon.Tues 

Wed Thurs and Friday morning, Mon. and Fri evening will be offered for whatever number of names are received.  These names will be published in the Newsletter and will be read out at each of the weekday Masses.

6. In the Newcastle Church with Sunday/Holyday 

Mass, eight Sundays will be reserved for Month’s Mind and First Anniversary Masses and the remaining Sundays can be booked in the usual way.  If necessary, weekday Masses for Anniversaries can be arranged in the Athenry Church as outlined already.

We have discussed the matter with the Pastoral Steering Group and we intend to introduce it in our Parish in the New Year.  The details will also be published in the Newsletter.  We hope that you will find this system satisfacto

6. This means that you send in the name, with the 

Mass donation on the week of the Anniversary.

We plan to have the Mass Diary for 2007 opened on the first week of December to accommodate people who wish to book their Anniversary Masses for the first week of the New Year.

7. This system will ensure that you need not be 

worried about having your loved ones remembered nor do you have to queue up to have your names entered at the beginning of the year.

That you will be sure of having them prayed for 

 on the week of their anniversaries.

7.  That each Mass during the week-days will be 

 offered for them.

8. That you can decide to attend each morning or 

choose which morning you wish to attend.

9. No matter how many Masses priests celebrate, 

They are allowed to take only one stipend or donation on any given day.  So, if for example, ten Mass donations and intentions are booked in, six will be retained- one for each day of the week and the remaining amount of money will be sent to Missionary Societies to have Masses said for the names of the people being remembered on that particular week.
