· It is a great spiritual and social occasion to bring neighbours together

· It is an important way to experience hospitality and promote community spirit and keep in contact with one another

· It is an unique opportunity of helping new neighbours to settle in and get a sense of belonging in the community

· A visit to invite the neighbours by the Host Family adds a personal touch and is greatly appreciated particularly by people who have recently come to live in the area.

· The constant appeal is to “Keep it simple”. It is the Mass that is important. The decoration of the home is not important. Refreshments should be confined to a cuppa with a sandwich. Otherwise it can lead to competition, which makes it difficult for others.

· Our thanks to the family who host this gathering and all who attend.

Holy Water: You are encouraged to leave a bucket or large container for the blessing of Holy Water at the Station Mass.  Families are encouraged to bring a bottle and bring home the Blessed Water. (If there is a well in the neighbourhood, the water should be taken from the Well.  Please Note: In future there will be ONE 

STATION MASS in each Station Area, either in Autumn (before the end of October 2007) or during Lent (2008) 

With our reduced manpower, your understanding, co-operation and support is greatly appreciated.

YOUR HELP IS NEEDED: It would be an enormous help, if in the Station areas where there is no rota arranged, or the old one is not in operation that a list would be agreed.  If this were done host families, neighbours and priests would know who is prepared to host the Station Mass.  Would one or two people take on this initiative in the Station Area and continue to help out in supporting a great tradition in our Parish?  We are very grateful to all the homes that are hosting the Stations in 2007.
