Family is Foundation for Peace

Everything that serves to weaken the family “based on the marriage of a man and a woman” is an objective obstacle on the road to peace” Pope Benedict has said.

“Everything that directly or indirectly stands in the way of its openness to the responsible acceptance of a new life, everything that obstructs its right to be primarily responsible for the education of its children, constitutes an objective obstacle on the road to peace,” he said.

In his message for the World Day of Peace, January 1st, the Pope continued : “The family needs to have a home, employment and a just recognition of the domestic activity of parents, the possibility of schooling for children, and basic healthcare for all.

“When society and public policy are not committed to assisting the family in these areas, they deprive themselves of an essential resource in the service of peace . The media, in particular because of their educational potential have a special responsibility for promoting respect for the family, making clear its expectations and rights, and presenting all it’s beauty” he said.

The natural family “as an intimate communion of life and love, based on a marriage between a man and a woman, constitutes the primary place of humanisation for the person and society” he said.
