Your Parish Could Benefit Financially – At No Extra Cost To You.

Section 45 of 2001 Finance Act made provision that some money paid by PAYE people can be claimed back to the parish or other charity to which they donated.

(This was confined to Overseas Charities in the past.  Now local charities, including parishes can benefit.  For this purpose, St. Mary’s Parish, Athenry is a recognised charity).

How does a person qualify?  To qualify a taxpayer would have to contribute a minimum of €254(£200) per year. The weekly Sunday/Holiday contributions, Christmas, Easter, Summer and Autumn Dues and any further donations made to the church or parish schools etc could be added together to reach a total of €254(£200).  (Note: €188(£148) for the shorter Tax Year 2001).

For example when we can show that a person has paid 200 – through the collections mentioned, our parish could claim back and receive  €183(£144) from the tax you have already paid. (€63.47(£50) to be reclaimed if you are in the 20% tax bracket).

A Charity (i.e. our parish) is entitled to this money – and we have the choice – to collect it or leave it in the Tax Office.

A variation of this scheme applies to the self-assessed.  You may contact us for details.

Any Revenue received from this scheme would help towards the re-roofing of the church, development of schools, maintenance etc.

Your queries and information will be treated in strict confidence.  An Information Sheet with further details is available at the Sacristy and at the back of the Church.
