Questions People Ask.

Q. Padre Pio is being canonised today – but isn’t it possible that the stigmata was self-induced, maybe not deliberately, but out of subconscious desire to be like Christ?

A. Padre Pio bore the wounds of Christ’s passion for over 50 years.  The medical evidence is well-documented.  Maybe it’s possible, but highly unlikely, that it came from subconscious desire.  His canonisation is not because of the stigmata but in recognition of the extraordinary graces of God shown in the constant holiness of his life.  He lived in daily union with the Christ in his passion.  He exercised a wonderful ministry to sinners in the confessional.  And the miracles attributed to his intercession are numerous.

Q. What is so special about devotion to the Sacred Heart of Jesus?  Where did the devotion come from?

A. The heart is the centre of love, so this devotion is a way to focus on the love of God shown in Jesus Christ.  The devotion was popularised by St. Margaret Mary Alocoque in the 17th century.  It counteracted the very severe idea of God then being spread by Calvinism.  Margaret Mary was asked to draw people back to the love in Christ’s heart: his love for the Father, his mercy to sinners and his compassion to the sick. “Behold this heart which has so loved people and is so little loved in return”.
