November – The Month of Prayer for the Dead.

“We have loved them in Life – Let us not Forget them in Death”.

A Novena of Masses will take place from 1st – 9th November for all our deceased.  We encourage you to attend daily Mass during the month of November, - 8a.m., 10a.m. and 7.15p.m.  November envelopes will be available through the schools and at the Church Door.  Enter the names of the deceased relatives and friends on the enclosed leaflet.  Envelopes should be put into the basket at the weekend Masses or left into the Sacristy by 1st November.

Holy Souls:  Indulgences for the Holy Souls:

1. From noon on 1st November until midnight on 3rd November, all who have confessed, received Holy Communion and prayed for the Popes Intentions (one Our Father and one Hail Mary or any other prayer of ones choice) can gain a Plenary Indulgence by visiting a Church or Oratory and there reciting one Our Father and the Apostles Creed.

2. This Indulgence is applied only to the Souls of the departed.  Confessions may be made at any time within the week preceding or following 1st November.  Holy Communion may be received any day from 1st – 8th November.

3. For every other visit made to the Church during this time a partial indulgence may be gained.

4. All who visit a Cemetery and pray for the dead may gain a plenary indulgence, applicable only to the Holy Souls on the usual conditions, one per day from 1st – 8th November.

Note: We encourage families to visit the Cemetery, pray for their dead and clean up the family grave.

The Cemetery.  You are encouraged to clean up the graves in the Cemetery for November.  People who carry rubbish to the Cemetery and dump it inside the gate are showing little respect for the dead of our parish.  Please stop this practice.

Cemetery Prayer Service for the Dead will take place on Sunday 3rd November at 3p.m. in the Cemetery in Athenry and in Templemoyle after 10.30a.m. Mass in Newcastle.

Mass Diary 2003.  The Diary for booking Masses in the Church will be open after 1st November.  Masses should be booked in the Sacristy after any Mass on dates up to June 1st 2003.  Further bookings will be taken on May 1st 2003 for the remainder of the year.

· Mass Diary is kept in the Sacristy.

· Every Sunday, one Mass is offered for all the people of the parish, the living and the dead, and your deceased family and parishioners are remembered.

· In view of the demand for Anniversary Masses to be said and announced in Athenry and Newcastle, in future all the deceased members of the family should be included in ONE announced Mass each year.
