TREACY WELCOMES SECURITY GRANTS FOR OLDER PEOPLE

Mr. Noel Treacy, T.D., Minister for European Affairs, has today welcomed grants of almost €13,500 for two community groups in the Athenry area, under the Community Supports for Older People Scheme to provide security devices and support. 
Athenry Neighbourhood Watch and Kiltullagh/Killimordaly Community Alert, have received the funding under the Scheme. 
Included under the scheme are window locks, door locks and door chains designed to strengthen points of entry to the dwelling, security lighting and smoke alarms. Also included is the once off cost of installing socially monitored alarm systems.
“This Government has targeted record resources at improving the quality of life of our older people. Free medical cards to the over 70s, as well as a large package of supports, including further major increases in the Old Age Pension, clearly demonstrate a Government that recognises the contribution they have made to building the fine country we now enjoy.
